o cers from assuming federal immigration law enforcemen responsibilities; and 

WHEREAS, our Police Department's Special Order O that undocumented alien status in 
its If is not a matter for police action would be preempted b HR 2671 's Section 102, or the city 

d face loss of SCAAP reimbursements; and 

WHEREAS, this legislation also creates an unfunded mandate by the federal government 
by equiring local governments to pay up to half of the cost f training their personnel in 
e rcing federal immigration law; and
